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Unit 3 highlights as its major area of concern the relationship between the
couple. Space is given to marriage preparation, mixed marriages, the wedding
itself, faithfulness, prayer, sexuality and work. In the original plan it was
hoped to look more closely at the effects of the current employment scene on
family life. Contributions would be appreciated on the effects of working
away from home, inadequate housing and long-term unemployment.
