The right to food, clothing, shelther and
special care when ailing.

The right to come to a knowledge of God and
the meaning and responsibilities of life
through the family.

The right to hold and express one’s own
opinions.

The right to as much privacy as family
conditions permit, including private time,
private space and private funds.

The right to develop one’s own potential
without undue interference.

The right to independence at the
appropriate time.

Some Rules for Handling Disagreements

1. Be willing to discuss matters and to give con-
sideration to the views of others.

2. Stick to the point and don’t inject irrelevancies
or recall instances when the other person was
wrong.

3. Don’t argue at mealtime, or in front of others
or bring others into the dispute. And don’t
launch a discussion of disagreements when you
are already feeling irritable.

4, Don’t abuse anyone physically, verbally or psy-
chologically, or resort to unfair tactics to win
your point.

5. Look for areas of agreement and the possibility

of compromise.

. Be willing to admit it when you are wrong.

. Be willing to forget the disagreement once it’s

behind you and to forgive or apologize if either
is called for.
